English Skills homework will be given out on a Thursday and returned completed the following Thursday when it
will be marked. Spellings and dictation will also be given and tested on Thursdays. Spellings will be both on
the website and in your child’s planner. Both homework books will be handed out in the next week or so.

We will be still using outside spaces in school as much as possible this term, so please can you ensure your
child has a waterproof jacket/coat and a sturdy spare pair of shoes everyday as our class will be using the
walled garden daily during break and lunch times; even if it is wet under foot. | am happy for children to leave
some outdoor shoes in a named bag on their peg.
